	Seven basic goals are outlined in the plan and the MPO is looking for suggestions and comments.  The committee comments were:

	I. Approval of April 13, 2004 Meeting Minutes: No corrections were made
	II. Grand Forks/East Grand Forks Bikeway Network: Maps showing the current and proposed snowmobile, unpaved and bike trails and Section 5.1 of the Grand Forks/East Grand Forks Bikeway Network were distributed.  This is a twenty-five year plan that is updated every five years.  
	Note: The map shows only snowmobile trails located in Greenway and does not designate which side of the road routes are located on.  Would like to see the connection with other city trails and designated routes (snowmobiles). Construction of underpass on 4th in East Grand Forks is planned for 2007.  
	Question was asked, how will snowmobiles cross the rivers and where does the trail meet the existing north and south routes?  No decisions have been made so far.  
	Do these trails include ATV’s?  At this time ATV’s are not allowed by Grand Forks City Ordinances or MN state statues but that doesn’t mean we shouldn’t consider then during the planning process.  
	Goals & policies: Discussion about appeal of state law regarding using the path, not roadway.  Lane researched this matter and reported that the reason for the recommendation may be because of the difference in local and federal regulations.  Local ordinance states that bicycles are not allowed on road when a path is offered.  Federal regulations consider bicycles a motor vehicle and so not allowing them on road may be a conflict with this regulation.
	Lane expects to have a full draft of the plan is in August from Lane, with an open house in July or August to present to the public for comment.  All individuals from this group are welcome to attend the open house.

	I. Introductions were done.
	II. Approval of June 15, 2004 Meeting Minutes: Approved as submitted.
	III. Trailblazing Study: Earl, Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) Director, explained the history of the trailblazing study conducted by the MPO.  The request for signage on Interstate 29 by the Greenway Technical Committee has been made, but no official decision has been received. This is separate request than the trailblazing study plan.  The trailblazing plan for the signs inside the urban area has not been installed due to a lack of funds.  The plan calls for six signs in Grand Forks and three in East Grand Forks.  A funding request to the Knight Foundation to implement a plan to install banners in the downtown area did not receive funding.  The trailblazing study has been approved by both City Councils and on a technical level at the Department of Transportation for both states.  Cost for the inner city signs can be borne by current departments, as directed by councils or funds may come from other sources.  
	IV. Grand Forks/East Grand Forks Bikeway Network: Copies of Section 5.1 of the Bikeway Plan were distributed.  One change to the plan is Page 5.2.9 Goal #6, Objective 3-East Grand Forks would favor this change in policy.  In Grand Forks developers are required to dedicate 8% of the land or fees.  The Park District receives 8% of the land being developed for their own development.  They have no problem with the change in wording for this objective.
